3. Discover Michigan Learn to Ski, Snowboard or Cross Country Ski.  Sponsored by the  
    Michigan Snowsports Industries Association (MSIA), this program is designed to introduce  
    beginners to the sport in a very affordable way for skiing and boarding.

For $15, participating students receive  
    three downhill lift tickets or cross-country trail passes when accompanied by a paying adult  
    and a $15 coupon to use at participating MSIA Ski Shops.  Applications for 4th graders are 
    available online at www.GoSkiMichigan.com. 
 
5. More Savings for Seniors.  Shanty Creek also allows seniors ages 70 and over to ski for free 
    all season long.  Shanty Creek also hosts three separate Silver Streak Weeks for those ages 55  
    and older.  Offering exclusive lodging discounts (starting as low as at $55 per night, based on  
    double occupancy) Sunday – Thursday with free skiing Monday – Friday. Silver Streak Weeks  
    are: January 7-11, 2007; January 28-February 1, 2007; and February 25- March 1, 2007.
